September 11, 2007, while heading to Chardon from Thompson on SR-166 I felt the 
rear end of my pickup truck start to slide. The farther it continued to slide I knew it was 
beyond my control. Carrie Underwood's song popped into my mind. And I knew! I took 
my hands off the wheel and held them up. "Father it's in your hands, do what you want 
to with my life." 
 
The truck hit the ditch, flipped, hit a tree and a telephone pole. Then, I was upside 
down. Gas was pouring on me. A passing EMT was at the driver's window asking if I 
was hurt. Fingers worked, toes and legs worked. Nothing broken. My head was cut up 
from trying to raise myself up enough to release the seat belt to no avail. The EMT said 
that he was going to cut the seat belt and pull me out because of all the gasoline. He 
then drug me out to a safe distance. Next, I was in the ER. 
 
Looking at my truck the next day, the only part of the cab that was not flattened all the 
way to the seat was just around the driver's seat. Untouched! The hand of God had 
covered me. 
 
That same week a Euclid police officer flipped his cruiser, it caught fire and he died. 
Why was I saved? What am I supposed to do with my life that He has planned for me? 
Who am I supposed to help?
